Her book, "A Journal for Jordan," is based on life lessons written by 1st Sgt. Charles Monroe King for his son,
Jordan, who was seven months old when his father was killed by a roadside bomb near Baghdad in 2006.

Fayetteville, N.C.'s 31 Days of Glory also will feature museum exhibits, a field of honor made of hundreds of
flags and a military film festival in honor of Memorial Day.
